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JOINT CONVENTION ON THE SAFETY OF SPENT FUEL MANAGEMEN'T
AND ON THE SAFETY OF RADIOACTIVE WASTE MANAGEMENT

B The Joint Convention on the Safety of Spent Fuel Management and on the Safety of
Radioactive Waste Management was adopted on 5 September 1997 by a Diplomatic Confzrence
convened by the Intemational Atomic Energy Agency at its headquarters from | to 5 September
1997. The Joint Convention was opened for signature at Vienna on 29 September 1997 during the
forty-first session of the General Conference of the Intemational Atomic Energy Agency ard will

remain open for signature until its entry into force.

2. Pursuant to article 40, the Joint Convention will enter into force on the ninetieth day aller the
date of deposit with the Depositary of the twenty-fifth instrument of ratification, acceptance or
approval, including the instruments of fifteen States each having an operational nuclear power plant.

3. The text of the Convention, as adopted, is attached hercto for the information of Member

States.
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PREAMBLE
The Contracting Parties

and that other applications of nuclear technologies also generate radioactive waste;

dispose of it;

{(vi)  Recognizing that spent fuel and radioactive waste excluded from the present Cont ention
because they are within military or defence programmes should be managed in accc rdance

with the objectives stated in this Convention;
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(x)  Affiming the imponance of international co-operation in enhancing the safety of sper ! fuel
and radioactive waste management through bilateral and multilateral mechanisms, and

through this incentive Convention,

(x) Mindful of the needs of developing countries, and in particular the feast developed cou wries,
and of States with economies in transition and of the need to facilitate existing mechanit ms to

assist in the fulfillment of their rights and obligations set out in this incentive Conventior ;

(xi)  Convinced that radioactive waste should, as far as is compatible with the safety »f the
managernent of such material, be disposed of in the State in which it was generated, ahilst
recognizing that, in certain circumstances, safe and efficient management of spent ful and
radioactive waste might be fostered through agreements among Contracting Partics 0 use
facifities in one of them for the benefit of the other Parties, particularly where wasie

originates from joint projects;

(xii)  Recognizing that any State has the right to ban import into its territory of foreign speiit fuel

and radioactive waste;

{(xiity  Keeping in mind the Convention on Nuclear Salety (1994), the Convention on Early
Notification of a Nuclear Accident (1986), the Convention on Assistance in the Cas: of a

Nuclear Acecident or Radiological Emergency (1986}, the Convention on the P!ysical

Protection of Nuclear Material {1980), the Convention on the Prevention of Marine Po ution

by Dumping of Wastes and Other Matter as amended (1994) and other relevant intern: tional

instruments;

{xiv)  Keeping in mind the principles contained in the interagency "Intemational Basic Safety
Standards for Protection against fonizing Radiation and for the Safety of Radiation Sc urces”
(1996), in the IAEA Safety Fundamentals entitled "The Principles of Radioactive Waste
Management” (1995), and in the existing intemational standards relating to the safety of the

transport of radioactive materials;

Have agreed as follows:
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CHAPTER 1. OBJECTIVES, DEFINITIONS AND SCOPE OF APPLICATION
ARTICLE 1. OBJECTIVES
The objectives of this Convention are:

) 1o achicve and maintain a high level of safety worldwide in spent fuel and radioactive waste
management, through the enhancement of pational measures and intemational co-oper ition,

including where appropriate, safety-related technical co-operation;

{n to ensure that during all stages of spent fuel and radioactive waste management the e are
effective defenses against potential hazards so that individuals, society and the environment
are protecied from hanmful effects of jonizing radiation, now and in the future, in such + way

(N "nuclear facility' means a civilian facility and its associated land, buildings and equipm :nt in
which radioactive materials are produced, processed, used, handled, stored or disposed of on

such a scale that consideration of safety is required;

(2) "operating lifetime” means the penod during which a spent fuel or a rmadivactive waste
munagement facility is used for its intended purpose. In the case of a disposal faciliy. the
period begins when spent fuel or radioactive waste is first emplaced in the facility anc ends

upon closure of the facility,

{h) "radioactive waste"” means radioactive material in gaseous, liquid or solid form for wh ch no
further use is foreseen by the Contracting Party or by a natural or legal person ' vhose

(k) "regrdutory body"” means any body or bodies given the legal authority by the Contricting
Party 1o regulate any aspect of the safety of spent fuel or radioactive waste manag ment

including the granting of licences;

(h “reprocessing " means a process or operation, the purpose of which is to exract radio ctive

isotopes from spent fuel for further use;

(m)  vealed source"” means radioactive material that is permanently sealed in a capsule or ¢ losely

bonded and in a solid form, excluding reactor fuel elements;

I This Convention shall apply to the safety of spent fuel management when the spen fuel
results from the operation of civilian nuclear reactors. Spent fuet held at reprocessing facilities a5 part
of a reprocessing activity is not cavered in the scope of this Convention unless the Contracting Party

declares reprocessing to be part of spent fuel management.

2. This Convention shall also apply to the safety of radioactive waste management when the
adioactive waste results from civilian applications. However, this Convention shall not apply 10
waste that contains only naturally occurring radioactive materials and that does not originate from the
nuclear fuel cycle, unless it constitutes a disused sealed source or it is declared as radioactive wasle

for the purpaoses of this Convention by the Contracting Party.

3, This Convention shall not apply to the safety of management of spent fuel or radioctive
waste within military or defence programmes, unless declared as spent fuel or rdioactive wa: & for
the purposes of this Convention by the Contracting Party, However, this Convention shall apply 1o

(1) a list of the radioactive waste management facilities subject to this Convention their

location, main purpose and essential features;

(v aninventory of radioactive waste that s subject to this Convention that:

{a) 1s being held in storage at radivactive waste management and nuclea« fuel
cycle facilities;
(b) has been disposed of;, or

(c) has resulted trom past practices.

This inventory shall contain a description of the material and other appre priate

information available, such as volume or mass, activity and specific radionuctide s,

{v) a list of nuclear facifities in the process of being decommissioned and the ste s of

decomimissioning activities at those facilitics.
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ARTICLE 33. ATTENDANCE

b Each Contracting Party shall attend meetings of the Contracting Parties and be represen ed at
such meetings by one delegate, and by such allemates, experts and advisers as il deems necessar /.

2. The Contracting Parties may invite, by consensus, any intergovernmental organization hich
i ocompetent i respect of matters governed by this Convention to attend, as an observer. any
mueting, or specilic sessions thereol, Observers shall be required to accept in writing, and in ads ance,

the provisions of Article 36,
ARTICLE 34, SUMMARY REPORTS

The Contracting Parties shall adopt, by consensus, and make available to the public a
document addressing issues discussed and conclusions reached during meetings of the Contricting

Parties.
ARTICLE 35, LANGUAGES

1. The languages of meetings of the Contracting Parties shall be Arabic, Chinese, Erglish,

French. Russian and Spanish unless otherwise provided in the Rules of Procedure.

2 Reports submitted pursuant 1o Article 32 shall be prepared in the national language Hl the
submitting Conlracting Party or in a single designated language 1o be agreed in the Rues of
rocedure. Should the report be submitied in a national language other than the designated lang vage,

a translation of the report into the designated language shall be provided by the Contracting Par y.

3. Notwithstanding the provisions of paragraph 2, the secretariat, if compensated, will a isume
the translation of reports submitied in any other language of the meeting into the desipnated

funpuage.
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ARTICLE 36. CONFIDENTIALITY

P The provisions of this Convention shall nol affect the rights and obligations of the
Contracting Partics under their laws (o protect information from disclosure. For the purposes o "this
articke. "information” includes, inter alia, information relating to national security or to the pho sical
protection of nuclear materials, information protected by intellectual property rights or by ind sirial

or commercial confidentiality, and personal data.

2 When. in the context of this Convention, a Contracting Party provides information iden ified
by it as protected as deseribed in paragraph 1, such information shall be used only for the pur xoses

for which it has been provided and its confidentiality shall be respected.

3. With respect to information relating 1o spent fuel or radioactive waste falling within the cope
of this Convention by virtue of paragraph 3 of Article 3, the provisions of this Convention shall not

aflect the exclusive discretion of the Contracting Party concerned to decide:
(1 whether such information is classified or otherwise controlled o preclude releas

{1} whether to provide information referred 10 in sub-paragraph (i) above in the context

of the Convention; and

(i) what conditions of confidentiality are attached to such information i it is proviled n

the context of this Convention.

4 The content of the debates during the reviewing of the national  seports at each review

mecting held pursuant to Article 30 shall be confidenuai.
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ARTICLE 37, SECRETARIAT

CHAPTER 7. FINAL CLAUSES AND OTHER PROVISIONS

ARTICLE 38. RESOLUTION OF DISAGREEMENTS

In the cevent of a disagreement between two or more Contracting Parties concemnir g the
interpretation or application of this Convention, the Contracting Parties shall consult with n the
framework of @ mecting of the Contracting Partics with a view 1o resolving the disagreement. In the
event thal the consultations prove unproductive, recourse can be made to the mediation, coney iation
and arbitration mechanisms provided for in inemational law, including the miles and prcuces

prevatling within the JAEA.
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ARTICLE 39, SIGNATURE, RATIFICATION, ACCEPTANCE, APPROYAL,

() In matters within their competence, such organizations shall, on their own bzhalf]
exercise the cghts and fulfil the responsibilities which this Convention attnbuies 1o

States Parties.

(i) When becoming party to this Convention, such an organization shall communicate to

the Depositary referred to in Article 43, a declaration indicating which Stat:s are
members thereof, which Articles of this Convention apply 10 it, and the extent ol its

competence in the field covered by those articles.
{iv) Such an organization shall not hold any vote additional to those of its Member Htates.

5. Instruments of ratification, acceptance, approval, accession or confirmation shall be dep nsited

with the Depositary.

A
decision to submit a proposed amendment to a Diplomatic Conference shall require a two thirds
majority vole of the Contracling Parties present and voting at the meeting, provided that at lez st one

4, The Diplomatic Conference to consider and adopt amendments to this Convention slall be
convened by the Depositary and held no later than one year afler the appropriate decision tacen in

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ensure amendments are adopted by consensus. Should this not be possible, amendments shail be

adopted with a two-thirds majonty of all Contracting Parties.

nwo thirds of the Contracting Parties. For a Contracting Party which subsequently ratifies, aciepls,
approves or confirms the said amendments, the amendments will enter into force on the pinetiet) day

ifter that Contracting Party has deposited its relevant instrumenl,
ARTICLE 42. DENUNCIATION
